He was an avid bird watcher and gardener and enjoyed spending time
outside. He was a great lover of books and history and thoroughly enjoyed
reading to his children when they were young and later to his five
grandchildren. Michael was an incredibly kind man and always made sure to
make others feel warm and welcome in his presence. He was witty and smart
with an infectious spirit and was always good for a laugh.
